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WAYNE SWIM CLUB POOL RULES AND CLUB POLICIES

Pool Rules

1.  No running on the deck.

2. No horseplay in the pool or shelter areas, including the restrooms.

3. One person on diving board at a time; no diving from shallow end; no backward dives.

  4.   No rafts or floats in the pool except during Sunday Adult Swim.

  5.   Use ladders when exiting pool.

  6.   No standing in the gutters. 

  7.   No gum chewing on WSC property.

  8.   No glass containers permitted around the pool area.

  9.   Alcoholic beverages are permitted if consumed with discretion.

10. No drugs or underage drinking or underage smoking are permitted.  Adults should dispose of drink containers and cigarette butts in a safe and appropriate manner.  (ashtrays are available at the office)

11. No rudeness or foul language towards members, guests, or employees.

12. Roped-in area of pool is reserved for small children only!

13. Unsupervised children must be at least 10 years old to enter.

14. The use of water wings, and other floatation devices by young children is allowed only with parental supervision.  The use of such devices is prohibited in the deep end of the pool.

15. Only beach balls, noodles or other small pool toys are permitted in the water.

16. Do Not Talk to or Disturb on-duty lifeguards.

17.  Listen to and follow Lifeguard instructions.  Failure to do so may result in time out or dismissal from the premises.

18. Utilize club amenities as they are intended: No hanging on tennis or volleyball nets; no throwing sand; no wheels on tennis courts, etc.

19. Keep Out of areas where employees are working, like office, snack bar.

20. No Spitting!  (It’s disgusting, for goodness sake).
21. Be respectful of all club members.

22.   DO NOT LITTER!  Vandalism and/or destructive behavior to the pool, buildings, equipment or grounds will not be tolerated.  Offenders will, at a minimum, be sent home, required to pay for damages and/or may be prosecuted.

Baby Pool

1.    This area is for children age five and under or those individuals who are physically challenged.

2.    There are NO LIFEGUARDS on duty in the baby pool area.

3.     Parents or adult guardians are solely responsible for children playing in the baby pool area.  The gate should be closed at all times.
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Club Policies

· NO LITTERING!  Members can help to keep their own areas clean by pitching-in and disposing of trash in trash cans located around the perimeter of the pool and cigarette butts in ashtrays available at the office.

· Adults-only in the large pool during rest periods.  (Children two years and under may be in the pool with a parent during rest period)
· Members must be able to enter and exit the pool on their own, or if physically challenged, must provide for someone, other than a lifeguard, to assist them.  

· Members and guests may be asked by the lifeguards to demonstrate their swimming ability if there is a question about a person being able to dive or swim in water over their head.

· Paying guests are permitted in the company of any member in good standing and as long as the member remains at the pool.  Members are responsible for the conduct of their guests.

· Wayne Swim Club Inc. is not responsible for any accident, injury, lost items, theft, or vandalism that may occur to any member or guest while in attendance at or on the property of Wayne Swim Club.

· Members and their guests are expected to follow the pool rules and club policies.  Refusal to do so may cause a member and/or guest to be asked to leave.
